Puig-,‌ ‌El‌ ‌beso‌ ‌...‌ ‌premiered‌ ‌at‌ ‌the‌ ‌Escalante‌ ‌theater‌ ‌in‌ ‌Valencia,‌ ‌on‌ ‌1981.‌ ‌The‌ ‌novel‌ ‌was‌ ‌written‌ 
during‌ ‌the‌ ‌author's‌ ‌exile‌ ‌in‌ ‌Mexico,‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌70's.‌ ‌It‌ ‌was‌ ‌originally‌ ‌published‌ ‌by‌ ‌Seix‌ ‌Barral‌ ‌in‌ ‌1976‌ ‌but‌ 
in‌ ‌Argentina‌ ‌it‌ ‌was‌ ‌only‌ ‌published‌ ‌in‌ ‌1993.‌ ‌It‌ ‌was‌ ‌translated‌ ‌into‌ ‌more‌ ‌than‌ ‌20‌ ‌languages‌ ‌​​and‌ ‌over‌‌ 
the‌ ‌decades‌ ‌it‌ ‌became‌ ‌a‌ ‌classic‌ ‌adapted‌ ‌also‌ ‌as‌ ‌a‌ ‌musical‌ ‌and‌ ‌for‌ ‌cinema.‌ ‌ ‌

ABOUT‌ ‌THE‌ ‌PLAYWRIGHT‌ 

Manuel‌ ‌Puig‌ ‌is‌ ‌an‌ ‌Argentine‌ ‌novelist‌ ‌and‌ ‌motion-picture‌ ‌scriptwriter‌ ‌who‌ ‌achieved‌ ‌international‌ 
acclaim‌ ‌with‌ ‌his‌ ‌novel‌ ‌El‌ ‌beso‌ ‌de‌ ‌la‌ ‌mujer‌ ‌araña‌ ‌(1976;‌ ‌Kiss‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌Spider‌ ‌Woman,‌ ‌filmed‌ ‌1985).‌ ‌He‌ 
was‌ ‌born‌ ‌in‌ ‌1932‌ ‌in‌ ‌General‌ ‌Villegas,‌ ‌a‌ ‌small‌ ‌town‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ ‌Argentine‌ ‌pampas,‌ ‌and‌ ‌began‌ ‌studying‌‌ 
English‌ ‌at‌ ‌the‌ ‌age‌ ‌of‌ ‌ten‌ ‌in‌ ‌order‌ ‌to‌ ‌better‌ ‌understand‌ ‌the‌ ‌American‌ ‌movies‌ ‌he‌ ‌saw‌ ‌every‌ ‌afternoon‌ 
with‌ ‌his‌ ‌mother.‌ ‌In‌ ‌1946‌ ‌he‌ ‌went‌ ‌to‌ ‌Buenos‌ ‌Aires‌ ‌to‌ ‌an‌ ‌American‌ ‌boarding‌ ‌school‌ ‌and‌ ‌then‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌‌ 



University‌ ‌of‌ ‌Buenos‌ ‌Aires,‌ ‌where‌ ‌his‌ ‌interests‌ ‌expanded‌ ‌to‌ ‌include‌ ‌literature,‌ ‌psychology,‌ ‌and‌ 
philosophy.‌ ‌But‌ ‌his‌ ‌primary‌ ‌ambition‌ ‌was‌ ‌to‌ ‌direct‌ ‌films.‌ ‌In‌ ‌1955‌ ‌he‌ ‌went‌ ‌to‌ ‌film‌ ‌school‌ ‌in‌ ‌Italy‌ ‌on‌ ‌a‌ 
scholarship,‌ ‌which‌ ‌proved‌ ‌to‌ ‌be‌ ‌a‌ ‌disappointment.‌ ‌He‌ ‌left‌ ‌to‌ ‌Paris‌ ‌and‌ ‌then‌ ‌London,‌ ‌working‌ ‌on‌‌ 
screenplays‌ ‌and‌ ‌supporting‌ ‌himself‌ ‌as‌ ‌a‌ ‌language‌ ‌teacher‌ ‌and‌ ‌dishwasher.‌ ‌Puig‌ ‌then‌ ‌returned‌ ‌to‌‌ 
the‌ ‌Americas,‌ ‌going‌ ‌first‌ ‌to‌ ‌Buenos‌ ‌Aires‌ ‌and‌ ‌later‌ ‌to‌ ‌New‌ ‌York,‌ ‌and‌ ‌began‌ ‌writing‌ ‌fiction.‌ ‌His‌ ‌first‌ 
novel,‌ ‌Betrayed‌ ‌by‌ ‌Rita‌ ‌Hayworth‌ ‌-an‌ ‌autobiographical‌ ‌account‌ ‌of‌ ‌his‌ ‌provincial‌ ‌childhood-‌ ‌was‌‌ 
published‌ ‌in‌ ‌Buenos‌ ‌Aires‌ ‌in‌ ‌1968.‌ ‌ 
In‌ ‌1973,‌ ‌when‌ ‌the‌ ‌publisher‌ ‌Sudamericana‌ ‌published‌ ‌his‌ ‌novel‌ ‌Buenos‌ ‌Aires‌ ‌Affair,‌ ‌Puig‌ ‌received‌ ‌a‌ 
threat‌ ‌from‌ ‌Triple‌ ‌A‌ ‌(the‌ ‌Argentine‌ ‌Anticommunist‌ ‌Alliance)‌ ‌and‌ ‌decided‌ ‌to‌ ‌go‌ ‌live‌ ‌in‌ ‌Mexico.‌ ‌Even‌‌ 
though‌ ‌he‌ ‌has‌ ‌lived‌ ‌very‌ ‌little‌ ‌of‌ ‌his‌ ‌adult‌ ‌life‌ ‌in‌ ‌Argentina,‌ ‌all‌ ‌of‌ ‌his‌ ‌novels,‌ ‌with‌ ‌the‌ ‌exception‌ ‌of‌‌ 
Blood‌ ‌of‌ ‌Required‌ ‌Love,‌ ‌are‌ ‌about‌ ‌Argentina‌ ‌or‌ ‌Argentines‌ ‌coping‌ ‌with‌ ‌exile.‌ ‌ 
Puig‌ ‌crossed‌ ‌over‌ ‌twice:‌ ‌first‌ ‌from‌ ‌Latin‌ ‌American‌ ‌and‌ ‌then‌ ‌from‌ ‌gay‌ ‌male‌ ‌literature‌ ‌into‌ ‌the‌ 
mainstream.‌ ‌His‌ ‌passion‌ ‌for‌ ‌the‌ ‌movies‌ ‌is‌ ‌evident‌ ‌both‌ ‌in‌ ‌his‌ ‌narrative‌ ‌style‌ ‌-which‌ ‌relies‌ ‌heavily‌ ‌on‌‌ 
dialogue-,‌ ‌and‌ ‌in‌ ‌the‌ ‌lives‌ ‌of‌ ‌his‌ ‌characters‌ ‌-where‌ ‌the‌ ‌glamorous‌ ‌and‌ ‌idealized‌ ‌world‌ ‌of‌ ‌films‌ ‌serves‌ 
as‌ ‌a‌ ‌counterpoint‌ ‌to‌ ‌their‌ ‌own‌ ‌disappointments.‌ ‌His‌ ‌readers‌ ‌expect‌ ‌certain‌ ‌constants‌ ‌from‌ ‌his‌ ‌high‌‌ 
versatility:‌ ‌innovative‌ ‌narrative‌ ‌techniques,‌ ‌dark‌ ‌comedy,‌ ‌and‌ ‌a‌ ‌preoccupation‌ ‌with‌ ‌the‌ ‌effects‌ ‌of‌‌ 
popular‌ ‌culture,‌ ‌particularly‌ ‌film,‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ ‌human‌ ‌spirit.‌‌ ‌  
He‌ ‌wrote‌ ‌several‌ ‌novels,‌ ‌and‌ ‌some‌ ‌were‌ ‌made‌ ‌into‌ ‌successful‌ ‌movies:‌ ‌Heartbreak‌ ‌Tango‌ ‌(1969);‌ 
The‌ ‌Buenos‌ ‌Aires‌ ‌Affair(1973);‌ ‌The‌ ‌Kiss‌ ‌of‌ ‌the‌ ‌Spider‌ ‌Woman‌ ‌(1976);‌ ‌Pubis‌ ‌Angelical‌ ‌(1979);‌‌ 
Eternal‌ ‌Curse‌ ‌on‌ ‌the‌ ‌Reader‌ ‌of‌ ‌These‌ ‌Pages‌ ‌(1980);‌ ‌Blood‌ ‌of‌ ‌Requited‌ ‌Love‌ ‌(1982);‌ ‌and‌ ‌Tropical‌ 
Night‌ ‌Falling‌ ‌(1988).‌‌ ‌
