Brava's long standing technical theatre program for youth, San Francisco Running Crew, teams up with Cuicacalli Escuela de Danza and SF Youth Theatre 415 Teen Ensemble, providing Mission District youth a comprehensive high quality curriculum in the performing arts. SF Youth Theatre 415 Teen Ensemble
The SF Youth Theater, led by Bay Area youth theater veteran Emily Klion, offers high-quality performing instruction integrating drama, dance, music and stagecraft. The students’ participation will culminate in the performance of a full-length production on Brava’s Main Stage. Participating teens have the opportunity to be part of a professional show with fellow teen actors and work with world class playwrights, musical directors and theater directors.

SF Running Crew
San Francisco Running Crew (SFRC) provides hands-on technical training in theater production and design. Students learn theater design, lighting electricity, sound mixing, safety, how to use tools, basic set building and costume construction, taught by professional theater technicians and artists. Over the past ten years, SFRC has graduated more than 400 participants, 85% of whom have gone on to careers in theater-industry work and in related fields. Program is free to San Francisco residents and participating youth receive stipends up to $150

Cuicacalli Escuela de Danza
Cuicacalli Escuela de Danza is a year-round youth training program in residence at Brava Theater Center. Founded in 2008 by renowned international performer Jesus “Jacoh” Cortes, Cuicacalli is an international, cross-cultural, dance-arts educational institution. Cuicacalli carries strongly its mission: to serve the diverse community of San Francisco with dedication towards excellent instruction, performances and community programs, for intergenerational students, artists and audiences of all backgrounds. Cuicacalli builds communities through dance -expanding, exploring and celebrating the cultural traditions of the Americas.
